

EQ: How did the views, ideals, and beliefs of a two party system impact the policies of the Federalist Period?
SSUSH5 The student will explain specific events and key ideas that brought about the adoption and implementation of the United States Constitution. 
b. Evaluate the major arguments of the anti-Federalists and Federalists during the debate on ratification of the Constitution as put forth in The Federalist concerning form of government, factions, checks and balances, and the power of the executive, including the roles of Alexander Hamilton and James Madison. 
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After the Revolution, the states first formed a loose confederation. However many Americans thought this arrangement did not satisfy the need for a strong central authority . Delegates from various states came together to write a new constitution that would provide the basis for a durable and balanced government. Once that plan of government was written the monumental task of asking states to give up their power and support this new government became the goal of two founding fathers: Alexander Hamilton and Thomas Jefferson. Once the states ratified the U.S. Constitution, President Washington now found himself putting it to the test. As the federal government under the new constitution became to take shape, differing opinions on key issues began to cause a split in our nation’s government, leading to two very distinct Political Parties.
